[image: image1.jpg]In a study of 625 elderly patients conducted
by the University of Michigan, those with
poor vision who did not receive proper eye
care were 9 times more at risk of develop-
\ ing Alzheimer's disease and 5 times more
-y at risk for some form of
\ cognitive impairment. In contrast, those
participants with good vision had a 63%
reduced risk of developing dementia.
